transportation projects
Ø Qualitative assessment of STIP-eligible 

transportation projects impacts
and determining there is a potential for SHOPP and 
STIP-eligible transportation projects to benefit from 
advance mitigation planning.
The GAI overlaps
Ø 2 HUC-8 sub-basins and
Ø portions of 5 ecoregion sections
Resource Focus
The RAMNA focuses its analysis upon the following:
Ø Fish (Clear Lake hitch), California red-legged frog, 

and valley elderberry longhorn beetle
Ø Wetlands, non-wetland waters, riparian habitat

Caltrans intends for advance mitigation project scopes 
to benefit other environmental resources, when 
possible.

800
Next Steps

interested parties and natural resource regulatory 
agencies on the draft document, Caltrans District 1 will 
begin scoping advance mitigation project(s) and seek 
funding from the Advance Mitigation Account.
