The project fills a critical gap in the transportation network by
constucting a .5 mile segment of Citracado Parkway, and
improving an additional .5 mile portion from West Valley
Parkway to Andreasen Drive.

This project will provide four through lanes, sidewalk, energy
efficient street lighting, buffered bike lanes, and landscaped
parkways. Major intersections will be signalized and a 250-foot
long bridge will be constructed over Escondido Creek,
providing a major southern access to a planned industrial park
and northern San Diegos regional trauma center, the Palomar
Medical Center. In addition, the project provides for links to
existing and porposed bike lanes, the Nordahl; Road Sprinter
Transit Station which provides rail and bus service, and
existing and expanded employment areas. Improvements for
transit, such as ADA-compliant boarding pads and future bus
stops, will be developed in coordination with North County
Transit District.

Construction of 3.2 miles of protected bikeways, traffic calming,
safety improvements, and pedestrian improvements closing a
missing link between Uptown San Diego to the San Diego
Trolley, regional bikeways and adjacent neighborhoods and
jobs.

The project is located within the City of San Diego primarily
along Washington Street, Third Avenue, Bachman Place and
Hotel Circle.
