19-10.02  MATERIALS
Subgrade enhancement geogrid must comply with the RSS for section 88-1.02P.
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19-10.03  CONSTRUCTION
Before placing subgrade enhancement geogrid, remove loose or extraneous material and sharp objects that may come in contact with the geogrid material.

Place subgrade enhancement geogrid:
1.	Under manufacturer's instructions
2.	Longitudinally along the roadway alignment
3.	Without wrinkles

5
Overlap adjacent edges of rolls at least 2 feet. Overlap the ends of rolls at least 2 feet in the direction you spread the material covering the geotextile.
6
You may fold or cut subgrade enhancement geogrid to conform to curves. If cut, overlap at least 2 feet. Hold the overlap in place with staples, pins, or small piles of material placed on the geogrid.

Do not:
1.	Stockpile material on the geogrid
2.	Place more geogrid than can be covered in 72 hours

You may operate vehicles and equipment on biaxial geogrid if one of the following conditions is met:
1.	Vehicles and equipment are:
1.1.	Equipped with rubber tires
1.2.	Operated under 10 mph
1.3.	Operated in a manner to avoid sudden braking and sharp turns
2.	At least 0.35 ft of AB has been placed, spread, and compacted on the biaxial geogrid

Compact it with either (1) a smooth-wheeled roller with no vibrations or (2) a rubber-tired roller.

Repair or replace damaged subgrade enhancement geogrid. Make repairs by placing a new piece of geogrid with at least 3 feet of overlap from the edges of the damaged area.
