This addendum is being issued to the contract for construction on State highway in SACRAMENTO COUNTY IN
SACRAMENTO FROM 0.6 KM SOUTH OF ROUTE 5/50 SEPARATION TO RICHARDS BOULEVARD
UNDERCROSSING.

Submit bids for this work with the understanding and full consideration of this addendum. The revisions declared in this
addendum are an essential part of the contract.

Bids for this work will be opened on January 29, 2008.

This addendum is being issued to revise the Notice to Contractors and Special Provisions, the Proposal and Contract, and
the Federal Minimum Wages with Modification Number 19 dated 12-21-07.

In the Special Provisions, Section 4, "BEGINNING OF WORK, TIME OF COMPLETION, AND
LIQUIDATED DAMAGES," the eighth and the twelfth paragraphs are revised as follow:

"The Contractor shall pay to the State of California the sum of $59,300 per day for each day's delay in
finishing the work, except plant establishment work, in excess of the number of working days bid and until
work requiring closure of lanes or shoulders on Interstate Highway Route 5 is completed."”

"In no case will liquidated damages of more than $59,300 per day be assessed."

In the Special Provisions, Section 10-1.575, "PREPARE AND STAIN CONCRETE," the following paragraph is added
after the first paragraph:

12-1.17 FIELD ENGINEERING

This section specifies administrative and procedural requirements for field engineering services to be performed by the
Contractor.

Lines and grades.--Attention is directed to Section 5-1.07 “Lines and Grades,” of the Standard Specifications.

Such stakes or marks will be set by the Engineer as he determines to be necessary to establish the lines and grades
required for the completion of the work shown on the plans and as specified in these special provisions. In general, these will
consist of the primary vertical and horizontal control points.

Stakes and marks set by the Engineer shall be carefully preserved by the Contractor. In case such stakes and marks are
destroyed or damaged they will be replaced at the Engineer’s earliest convenience. The Contractor will be charged for the
cost of necessary replacement or restoration of such stakes and marks which in the judgment of the Engineer were carelessly
or willfully destroyed or damaged by the Contractor’s operations. This charge will be deducted from any moneys due or to
become due the Contractor.

All other stakes or marks required to establish the lines and grades required for the completion of the work shall be the
responsibility of the Contractor.

Existing utilities and equipment.--The existence and location of underground and other utilities and construction
indicated as existing are not guaranteed. Before beginning sitework, the Contractor shall investigate and verify the existence
and location of underground utilities and other construction.

Prior to construction, the Contractor shall verify the location and invert elevation at points of connection of sanitary and
septic sewers, storm sewer, and water or fire service piping.

Surveys for layout and performance.--The Contractor shall perform all surveys for layout and performance, reduce
field notes, and make all necessary calculations and drawings necessary to carry out the work.

The Contractor shall locate and layout site improvements, and other work requiring field engineering services, including
pavements, stakes for grading, fill and topsoil placement, utility slopes and invert elevations by instrumentation and similar
appropriate means.

Batter boards shall be located and laid out for structures, building foundations, column grids and locations, floor levels
and, control lines and levels required for mechanical and electrical work.

Survey accuracy and tolerances.--The tolerances generally applicable in setting survey stakes for foundations, slabs,
and underground work shall not exceed the following:

Survey Stakes or Markers Tolerance
Rough grading or excavation 30 mm
Trimming or preparation of subgrade for roadways 15 mm
Roadway surfacing, steel or concrete pipe 6 mm
Structures or building construction 3mm

Such tolerance shall not supersede stricter tolerances required by the plans or special provisions, and shall not otherwise
relieve the Contractor of responsibility for measurements in compliance therein.
