Scope:  This work shall consist of furnishing and pneumatically placing loose‑fill insulation in existing stud walls in accordance with the details shown on the plans and these special provisions.

Product Data:  Descriptive data shall indicate the amount of loose fill insulation material required to completely fill the wall cavities and produce the resistance rating of R‑___ in the completed installation.

Codes and Standards:  All insulation shall have a flame‑spread rating not to exceed 25 and a smoke density not to exceed 450 when tested in accordance with UBC Standard No. 8‑1.

PART 2 - PRODUCTS

Insulation:  Insulation shall be mineral fiber blowing wool consisting of fine glass fibers formed into resilient nodules with a stable thermosetting resin and shall conform to ASTM Designation: C 764, Type I.

PART 3 - EXECUTION

Preparation:  Access to the cavities in the stud walls shall be achieved by removing 1½‑inch to 3‑inch diameter portions of interior wall surface above and below the fire stops.  Holes shall be located to limit blowing in the vertical direction to 20 inches upward and 48 inches downward.

Installation:  The loose fill insulation shall be placed by the double blow method using a swivel nozzle.  The lower portion of the cavity shall be filled first and the upper portion last.  The cavities shall be completely filled, horizontal surfaces leveled to a uniform thickness, lightly settled to uniform density, but not compacted.
