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CALTRANS MONTHLY FINANCE REPORT

STATE HIGHWAY ACCOUNT

The Caltrans Monthly Finance Report for this month covers two reporting months, representing cash
activity over the months of October and November.  The State Highway Account (SHA) available cash
balance at the end of November was $863 million with outstanding commitments of $2.1 billion against
that account. The available cash balance for November had a slight decrease of 5 percent compared to
October.  There was a decrease in the available cash of 41 percent ($589 million) when compared to
November 2000. Overall commitments were lower than October by $45 million.

The average daily cash balance was $810 million in November.

The actual cash balance at the end of November was $1.03 billion. There has been no change to the 24-
Month Cash Trend Forecast ending cash balance of  $679 million for June 2002 and $449 million for
June 2003.

 2002-03 GOVERNOR’S BUDGET HIGHLIGHTS

The presentation of this item at the CTC meeting will include highlights of the 2002-03 Governor’s
Budget, along with an updated 24-month cash forecast.

PUBLIC TRANSPORTATION ACCOUNT

The Public Transportation Account (PTA) actual cash balance at the end of November was $162 million
with an estimate of $160 million in outstanding commitments. During the month of October the TCRF
was loaned $180 million per 2001-02 budget Act Item 2660-011-0046 (Chapter 106). This loan is to be
repaid in the 2006-2007 Budget year.
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TRAFFIC CONGESTION RELIEF FUND

The Traffic Congestion Relief Fund (TCRF) actual cash balance at the end of November was $1.4
billion. Receipts increased significantly for the month of October due to the aforementioned loan from
the PTA. Activity for the month of November reported disbursements at $23 million.

REPORTING REQUIREMENT, CHAPTER 113, STATUTES OF 2001 (AB 438)

Government Code Sections 14556.7 through 14556.9 requires various periodic, quarterly, and annual
reports to the Commission and the Legislature.  Two reports are provided to the Commission in this item
(attachment 8 and attachment 9) that display the status of loans between various fund sources.  The Loan
Activity report shows the dollars loaned from the SHA to the TCRF and dollars loaned by the TCRF to
the General Fund through September 30, 2001. The Loan Plan report outlines the loan activity proposed
through fiscal year 2007-08.  Subsequent agenda items will update the Loan Activity report on a
quarterly basis.

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State Highway Account Loans
Loans from the State Highway Account (SHA) to the Traffic Congestion Relief Fund
(TCRF) and apportionments to cities and counties for local street and road maintenance
are included in the 2002-03 Governor’s Budget.

4 AB 438 included provisions to fund apportionments to cities and counties for local street and road
maintenance from the SHA in lieu of apportionments from the Transportation Investment Fund
(TIF) in 2001-02 and 2002-03.

4 Repayment will be via increased TIF funding for the STIP in 2006-07 and 2007-08.

4 AB 438 also authorized loans up to $180 million from the SHA to the TCRF in order to meet the
cash flow requirements of the Traffic Congestion Relief Plan. This provision will be revised by
Budget Act trailer bill to include a loan of $474 million in 2002-03.

4 The 2002-03 Governor’s Budget provides the authority for short-term borrowing of $360 million
from the General Fund in order to ensure that the Department’s cash flow needs are met. These
short-term loans will allow for full utilization of transportation resources. Past practice has been to
have cash on hand to meet the maximum possible daily cash commitment.

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STIP Fund Estimate Resources
In August 2001, the Commission adopted the “2002 STIP Fund Estimate” which projects that $3.882 billion
will be available for programming between 2002-03 and 2006-07 for the 2002 STIP scheduled for adoption
in April, 2002. RTIPs receive 75 percent and ITIPs receive 25 percent of funds available for the STIP. The
table below summaries the resources available for programming:

4 Subsequently, revised revenue projections have decreased the fund estimate revenues by $264 million
over the FE period (SHA -$83 mil., PTA -$40 mil, TIF -$141 mil.).

4 The Department does not recommend revising the fund estimate prior to STIP adoption. While there has
been a decline in revenues, future impacts of the economy are uncertain, and reauthorization of TEA-21
is scheduled for next year. Therefore, the Department recommends proceeding with 2002 STIP adoption
based on the adopted 2002 Fund Estimate and addressing all of the impacts to revenues in the 2004
Fund Estimate when more facts are known.
