PRESENTATION OF PROJECTS FOR SHOPP-MANAGED FEDERAL
TRANSPORTATION ENHANCEMENT ACTIVITIES (TEA) PROGRAM
THIRD ROUND OF CALTRANS SHARE

SUMMARY: The amount available from TEA-21 to program in the Caltrans SHOPP-managed
share of the Transportation Enhancement Activities (TEA) Program for a third round of
programming is $10,000,000.

The Department is providing for information, a list of nine projects for programming the $10
million available. These projects are identified on the attachment and include all of the projects
that can be funded by the remaining funds available. In accordance with CTC resolution G-00-
18, approval by the commission is not required for programming projects in this share of TEA.

Program Definition

National policy stated in the Transportation Equity Act for the Twenty-First Century (TEA-2)
calls for transportation programs to consider overall environmental and community context, as
well as mobility and international competitiveness, when making federal investments. Section
133(d)(2) carried out this policy by requiring 10% of each state’s Surface Transportation
Program to be used for transportation enhancement activities in each fiscal year. Section 1007(a)
defines 12 categories that qualify.

Projects in these categories must be related by function, proximity, or impact, to a part of the
transportation system eligible for Federal Surface Transportation Program funding. Projects
must be over and above normal work; TEA funds may not be used for required mitigation.

Absent statutory direction in state law, Federal funds for Transportation Enhancement Activities
(TEA) are divided into four shares in California. The Regional Transportation Enhancement
share is programmed in the Local Assistance budget. The Caltrans share is programmed in the
State Highway Operation and Protection Program (SHOPP). The Statewide Transportation
Enhancement share and the Conservation Lands share are programmed under the statutory
authority of the Environmental Enhancement and Mitigation program.
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The Commission adopted guidelines for the Caltrans share in January 1999. Forty million
dollars were initially available in this portion over the six years of TEA-21. An additional $1
million was added by the Commission from two deleted Caltrans statewide Amtrak Station
projects (Stockton and Merced).

Projects in the Caltrans share add value to the State Highway system where particular
community or environmental enhancement opportunities can be found. All 12 categories are

open in this share.

Program Selections

Caltrans received 57 project nominations for a total of $66 million in requests for TEA. The
projects were screened by Caltrans and recommended to the Director by Department staff. Nine
of these projects, for a total of $10,000,000, were selected for programming in the SHOPP.
These projects will be administered by Caltrans. In seven of these projects, Caltrans will have a
partner through cooperative agreement.

The third cycle of Caltrans share TEA projects includes those on the attached list.
