Delivering on a Commitment

• Total funding in Hwy 101 corridor since Prop 1B  $720M :
$283M i  CMIA$283M in CMIA
$238M in STIP/SHOPP/SLPP
$19M in TCRP$19M in TCRP
$39M in federal funds
$141M in local funds

• Total funding needed to complete the corridor is $254M:
$86M for HOV lanes in Petaluma
$30M f   Rt  116 b id$30M for new Rte 116 bridge
$138M for HOV lanes between Petaluma and Novato
